residents and visitors to enjoy.

Regeneration and weed control 
work, together with several 
thousand new plantings, was done 
by volunteers, co-ordinated by a 
dedicated Aquarius Landcare group.

Whether you’ve lived in Nimbin 
for years or are new to the area, this 
is a day to come together, connect, 
and celebrate.
